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If you are entering St Claud via the D951 from the N141 or Roumazieres/Nieuil, when you enter the centre of the village you will see a very sharp right hand bend going round the post office (on the RHS).  Go round and slowly up between houses on either side until you come to a hidden crossroads – you need to turn left on the D28 to Champagne Mouton.  (If you miss this left turning you will leave the village and proceed to Confolens!)

Follow the D28 for about 1km – look out for the fire station on your right.  You will then see a sign for La Betoulle on your right and then very quickly on your left you will see black wrought iron gates set into a wall - this is the entrance to the driveway.  The main house will be straight ahead and we will be there to welcome you.

If approaching from Mansle/Cellefrouin on the D739, you will come to a T-junction turning – the pharmacy will be on corner on your left and the centre of St. Claud ahead of you. Turn sharp left (this is a nasty corner so be careful) and   slowly up between houses on either side until you come to a hidden crossroads – you need to turn left on the D28 to Champagne Mouton.  (If you miss this left turning you will leave the village and proceed to Confolens!)

Follow the D28 for about 1km – look out for the fire station on your right.  You will then see a sign for La Betoulle on your right and then very quickly on your left you will see black wrought iron gates set into a wall - this is the entrance to the driveway.  The main house will be straight ahead and we will be there to welcome you.

If you have found another route into St Claud, you are obviously an excellent navigator of small French roads and won’t need further instruction!

If you are approaching St. Claud from the North via the D28 from Champagne Mouton/Grand Madieu, after Grand Madieu you will shortly see a viaduct on the left - continue on the D28 towards St Claud but look out for a sign for La Betoulle on the right hand side of the road and a long white wall – if you reach the fire station and village you’ve gone too far!   The black wrought iron gates at the end of the wall are the entrance to our driveway – the main house is straight ahead and we will be there to welcome you.
